The Cecil Soccer League Recreational Program is geared towards providing a fun, competitive
soccer environment for kids. All kids are welcome and CSL strives to make it a positive experience
for the players and their families.

The age cutoff for each age group is in line with the school cutoff of August 1st so the kids can
play with their schoolmates. Age Groups and Birthdate Ranges are shown below.

Socceroos play on Saturday mornings in an hour long session geared to make it fun with
instruction. During the 1% half hour of the session the payers will do some fun drills and games
with their coach (the ROOs get breaks whenever they need them). During the 2™ half hour the
players will have a “game” against another team; their coaches will be on the field during the
game to “referee” and help the players. Socceroos do not practice during the week

All other age groups will play their games on Saturday at the Chesland Soccer Complex with
certified referees. U8-U15 teams typically practice twice a week at the discretion of their coach
and practices are held at various schools across the County (we try to put players on teams that
practice near their homes).

Parents/Guardians do have the option to request a particular coach/team during registration but
this request CANNOT BE GUARANTEED. CSL realizes that there are several benefits for
parents/guardians to keep their kids with the same coach/team but often times there are too
many requests for a particular coach and players will have to be placed on other teams to balance
out the age group. PLEASE DO NOT BOMBARD THE LEAGUE WITH YOUR REQUEST TO BE ON A
PARTICUALR TEAM, THIS WILL NOT HELP YOUR CHANCES. Also coaches are not permitted to
submit a “roster” of players that they want on their team, this is a Recreational League and CSL
staff will determine the players on each team.

Players that have just started in the Travel Program are allowed to join the Recreational Program
(while part of the Travel Program) for the equivalent of one soccer year with the stipulation that
they will play up one age group. This is to allow the travel player an opportunity to see if travel
soccer is really for them while keeping it fair to the recreational player. Players that have the
skill and desire to play in the Travel Program will not be allowed to use the Rec Program as a
“practice ground”. CSL will place the travel players across the age group to help balance out
teams and recreational players will have priority with coach requests. Specifics of the Travel

Winning is not the #1 goal of the Program and there are no playoffs at the end of the season.
Coaches (and parents) are encouraged to teach good sportsmanship, self-reliance, and teamwork.
The emphasis should not be on winning, but on team participation and self-improvement in skills,
coordination, and strategy. Recreational Programs should always be about fun first while teaching
the skills to improve at the game of soccer.

The Cecil Soccer League is made up entirely of volunteers. The Coach Coordinators and the
Registrar will choose the coaches and put teams together. The Coach Coordinators will help the
coaches deal with any issues that may come up during the season. The VP of the Recreational
Program will put together the schedule and any extra programs during the season (training
sessions, clinics, etc) and adjudicate any sportsmanship/discipline issues along with the CSL
